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A Unique Experience 
 

It was a cool March morning and I was in my French class when I was called to the Principal’s office.  I thought I must 
have been in trouble for something, but, I didn’t know what!  Upon arrival my Principal, Mr. Edmonson and my teacher, 
Mr. Thomas, greeted me with the news that I had been accepted into the Ontario Government Legislative Program. 
 

The following is an interview with Justin Stevenson who was attending Grade 8 at Gosfield North Public School as he 
shared his very unique experience for a 13 year old.   
 

Question: What peeked your interest in the program?  
Answer: It started when Mr. Thomas told our class about the program offered by the Provincial Government.  I 

like History and how our form of Government came about.  I thought it would be a really cool learning 
experience meeting new kids from across Ontario and doing something most kids wouldn’t have the 
opportunity to do.  

 

Question: What did you have to do to be considered? 
Answer:  I registered and received a form asking me a number of questions.  I wrote an essay stating why I should 

be accepted.  I stated my various involvements in and out of school and my Principal provided a letter 
approving my absence from school, if selected. 

 

Question: How many students are selected? 
Answer: Each year there are 3 groups of 22 students who serve for 3 to 6 weeks.  My group had 11 boys and 11 

girls.  Approximately 600 students applied; they were ages 12 to 14, and in Grade 7 & 8.  
 

Question: Did you have any preparation prior to commencing? 
Answer: I had to learn to recognize and name all the M.P.P.’s who sat in the Legislative House before I left home.   
 

Question: What was most interesting or impressive to you? 
Answer: I was impressed with the number of documents the M.P.P.’s process each day.  I was not impressed at the 

way they yell at each other so much.  I asked Howard Hampton, Leader of the N.D.P. if people in 
opposition parties are friends and he replied, “Yes, when they are not in the House.” 

 

Question: Has this experience increased your interest in how our province is governed? 
Answer: Yes, it is interesting the way bills are processed to become laws. 
 

Question: Would you like to enter Government Employment or Politics? 
Answer: No to Politics.  If you make a promise you should do your best to follow through and there is always 

someone mad at you.  
 

Question: Would you recommend this experience to other students? 
Answer: Yes, it’s a great experience and you get to meet a lot of different kids from different areas of the province.   
 

Question: Where did you live? 
 

Answer: With Dave and Nicole Thomas, who are members of Rev. Bill Norman’s church, Blyswood Road Baptist 
Church in Toronto.  (Bill was a former Pastor of Temple Baptist Church) 

 

Question: What did the average day entail? 
Answer: We started at 8:45 a.m. with attendance, briefing of the morning duties, regular school classes from 10 to 

12 p.m., delivered documents, messages and water to the M.P.P.’s before Parliament started.  Current 
documents were placed in each M.P.P.’s binder.   

 

Question: Any surprises? 
Answer: Yes, I met Arnold Schwarzenegger when he spoke to the House.  I was surprised when the House quit so 

early for the Fall Election.

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Info from your Envelope Steward 
 
 
Many new families attending Banwell have 
requested Offering Envelopes so I thought a 
course on ‘Offering Envelope Giving’ was in 
order.  
 
Once you request Offering Envelopes you will 
see that along with the imprinted assigned number 
and the date there are three lines for designation 
of your offering: 
 
1. The first line, For the Budget of my Church 

Home, is the General Fund. This money is 
directed by the treasurer, under the auspices 
of the Finance Committee, to cover all 
expenses incurred by our congregation as 
approved in the annual budget.    

 
2. The second line: For the Co-operative 
 Convention Mission is sent directly either to 
 our Baptist Convention of Ontario and 
 Quebec or to Canadian Baptist Ministries if 
 so specified.  

 
3. The third line is Other and is used when a 

call goes out to the congregation for special 
needs or for other designations approved by 
the Finance Committee. They include Flower 
Fund for memorial flowers at Easter and 
Christmas, Memorial Bibles,  Matthew 
House (the refugee home the Baptist 
Churches in Windsor support); our yearly 
Sunday School Project  (destination changes 
each year); various special mission projects 
as suggested by the Mission and Outreach 
Committee as approved by the Finance 
Committee; and Library (new material). 

 
 

 
Included in the box are twelve ‘Communion 
Benevolent Offering’ envelopes. The money 
placed in here is used at the discretion of the 
Pastor and the Chair of the Pastoral Care and 
Worship Committee to aid those in need in the 
church and community.  
 
One envelope that asks if you would like to help 
our church with the expense of this year’s 
Offering Envelopes is self-explanatory.  
 
Most offerings are directed to the General Fund 
but if you wish to designate money for any of the 
above, there is no need to write a separate cheque. 
All money is deposited into the General Account 
and then transferred to the different designations. 
 
There are no ‘strings attached’ when you ask for 
Offering Envelopes. Once you give to the church, 
you are assigned a number so as to receive an 
Income Tax Receipt. Offering Envelopes are 
imprinted with a number, but I assign a number 
when a pew envelope or personal envelope is 
used. Offering Envelopes just simplify the 
procedure.
